To encourage Bible students to access and evaluate their personal spiritual
growth in terms of their responses to pass direct and vicarious experiences
and, to equip them with learned Godly Christian principles that will undergird
projected responses that exemplify spiritual growth and maturity in future
“good” or “bad” situations and circumstances.
